Drama

One of the School’s set monologues for performance. Candidates should be ready to

take direction during their audition.

Musical Theatre

A verse and chorus from a Musical Theatre number. Musical Theatre auditionees also

need to do the Drama audition.

Dance

A one minute dance routine of any style of Dance

Design

A two minute talk on their experience and interest in design.

Please note: Dance and Musical Theatre auditionees are asked to bring a backing track on a

memory stick or mobile device.
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What to Submit:

Each candidate must submit the following by the deadline date:

A written record (maximum one A4 page) detailing any drama examinations taken

and production involvement both inside and outside school.

Please do not send certificates, photographs or references.
